Allow me to share with you few reflections about today’s Readings.

1.0 Our world has seen the triumph of a single economic system.  However, in this human desert - which is the global marketplace - the rich have become richer and the poor have become poorer.


The temptation of our generation may be to resign ourselves to the sufferings and injustices of this time and cease to hunger for a world made new, where every human being feels valuable.

1.1 No human life is destined to end on a rubbish dump or in cardboard boxes under a bridge.  No person should be deprived of what is essental for a dignified living.  The chains on many of our brothers and sisters worldwide are the chains on us because we are children of the same Father.

1.2 Yet, it is not enough just to watch human suffering and to be the tourists of the world’s crucifixion.  It is in these places of Calvary that God may be met and a new world of hope discovered.

The prophet Amos, whom we met in the First Reading and who lived about 760 B.C., was not a career diplomat but a shepherd who speaks frankly and critically.  I quote:  “My God does not tolerate injustice.  My God does not close an eye to the oppression of the poor.”
